Grammy Award-winning vocalist Steve Tyrell is truly a Renaissance man. In over four decades in the 
music business, he has achieved great success as an artist, producer, songwriter, music supervisor, and 
performer. Steve Tyrell, with his memorable performances in “Father of the Bride” and “Father of the Bride 

II,” reinvented and re-popularized classic pop standards for a modern-day audience. With the grit and soul 
of a lifetime of experiences, producing hits for Grammy-winning Artists ranging from Linda Ronstadt and 
Aaron Neville, to Rod Stewart and Diana Ross, Steve himself has sold hundreds of thousands of albums and 
gained a passionate following all over the world.

Although Steve tours mainly with his band, he also enjoys playing with some of the most renowned 
orchestras in the land, and has had multiple performances with The Boston Pops, The New York Pops and 
The Houston Symphony - to name few. Most recently, he has appeared with the New West Symphony 
performing Joseph Sohms photo symphony “Visions of America” narrated by Clint Eastwood, singing the 
songs of Roger Kellaway and Alan and Marylin Bergman. Also, at the request of the Sinatra family and 
Quincy Jones, Steve was the featured performer with the Hollywood Bowl Orchestra at their season opening 
concert in which Frank Sinatra was inducted into the Hollywood Bowl Hall of Fame.

As an artist, all nine of his American Standards albums have achieved top ten status on Billboard’s Jazz 
charts, seven of which have achieved top five, and his first album “A New Standard” was amongst the 
bestselling jazz albums for over five years.

ABOUT MONTEVERDI

The Artist-in-Residence week will be held at the hotel property in Castiglioncello del Trinoro, Southern 

Tuscany, Italy, known as Monteverdi Tuscany. Situated equidistant between Rome and Florence, Monteverdi 

is a collection of three exquisitely restored villas and a 12 room boutique hotel. It sits on a hilltop 

overlooking the classic rolling hills and valleys of Tuscany cloaked in green and golden grain, vineyards, 

with a collection of olive and cypress trees. In a unique architecture, the rooms and private villas are 

spread across the small village. One focal building hosts the hotel reception and concierge services, while 

our four luxury hotel rooms, five signature suites, two collection suites, the Oreade restaurant, the 

Monteverdi Enoteca, the Library Bar and a private art gallery are scattered across different ancient 

buildings of Castiglioncello.

To preserve the authenticity of the village and protect the local culture, every building has been carefully 

renovated following its original design adding modern amenities and luxurious furnishings. The hotel 

merges seamlessly into the village and no distinction is made between residential properties and Monteverdi 

Tuscany.
